II.Interpretation — What does it mean?

Answer the questions given in the method without explicitly stating them in the paper.

2. How does the passage relate to the overall goals of the author?

B. Social Context - How is the interpretation of this passage affected by the society in which it took
place?

C. Historical Context - Are there historical factors which speak for or against the historicity of the
passage?

II1. Application — What should I do?

Answer the questions given in the method without explicitly stating them in the paper.
A. What is the subject matter?

B. What is said about the subject matter?

C. What is the purpose of what is said?

D. How does what is said affect life today?
